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 Trade Show 2010 

Regulations 

MOVE-IN 

All move-ins must be completed by 11 a.m., Wednesday, February 17, 2010. 

All materials and staff must be in place by 12 noon. 

MOVE-OUT 

Following show closing at 8 p.m., Wednesday, February 17, 2010 and after the 

public has been cleared from the building, exhibitors may commence dismantling 

their displays. All move-outs must be completed by 10 p.m. No storage facilities 

are available for equipment or materials of any size after this time. 

FLOORS AND WALLS OF THE FOUR POINTS SHERATON SUITES 

The use of nails, tacks, tape, screws or similar articles that could damage the floors 

and walls is prohibited. All mechanical exhibits shall have a drop sheet to prevent 

damage to the carpeted areas. The fastening or nailing of material to any of the 

building walls by any means is prohibited. 

ACCESS 

Aisles are to be kept as clear and uncluttered as possible during set-up and 

dismantle hours. During show hours, aisles must be kept clear at all times. 

SMOKING, EATING AND DRINKING 

Smoking is prohibited on the show floor. Drinking and eating at your booth 

is strongly discouraged. An Exhibitors' Lounge will be provided by Four Points by 

Sheraton. 

PERSONNEL 

It is suggested that exhibitors staff their exhibits at all times during the 

show hours of 12 noon until 8 p.m. 

ELECTRICAL 

The Electrical Safety Code Ontario Regulation 794/80 requires that all electrical 

equipment be CSA approved before it may lawfully be advertised, displayed, offered 

for sale, sold or otherwise disposed of or used in the Province of Ontario. It is 

therefore the responsibility of each exhibitor to ensure that all electrical equipment 

in, on, or about his booth comply with the above regulation. This includes electrical 

merchandise as well as lighting and display equipment. 

DECORATIONS AND FIREPROOFING 

Exhibitors are cautioned that decorative materials used in their display must 

meet the requirements of the St. Catharines Fire Department. Drapes, curtains and 

other decorative materials including textiles and film must be fire retardant and 

have a fire-resistance rating in accordance with the Ontario Fire Code. 

DEMONSTRATIONS AND DISTRIBUTION 

The display, demonstration or distribution of advertising material, samples 

or souvenirs is not permitted outside the confines of an exhibitor's booth. 

SOUND SYSTEM AND EQUIPMENT NOISE 

Exhibitors showing apparatus, the operation of which causes noise, must regulate 

their operations to suitable intervals so as not to disturb neighbouring exhibitors. 

Show Management reserves the right to control the sound levels when it becomes 

a nuisance to adjacent exhibitors. 

COMPETITION AND PROMOTIONS 

Competitions and like promotions conducted by exhibitors in conjunction with their 

displays shall be of a clear-cut nature, and free of any obligation to the winner.
